e Yellow e “What P.E.O. means to me”
e Green e Your choice to pass or share
e Orange e Your choice to pass or share
e Brown e A hobby
e Blue e A person you admire

Note: If time is a factor, or attendance is high, you could divide into 2-4 groups.
